TUITION

HORSEMANSHIP and RIDING
Horse grooming, tacking up, trail rides, and an
occasional unmounted lesson are part of the Woodedge 
horsemanship and riding experience.

PROPER RIDING ATTIREKINDERIDE
Children up to age seven (or until first grade) are
introduced to the basics of riding in the Kinderide 
program. Weekly half-hour lessons help children gain 
confidence, improve balance, increase coordination, and 
develop self-control. Kinderiders are led on ponies or 
horses trained for lesson use.  Lessons are private or in
